Process letters of zoning compliance, set
up files, make site visits, and complete checklists. New volunteers train with Zoning
Administrator before working alone.

Board of Adjustment — Meets first Tuesday of each month. Hears variance requests,
conditional use applications, and zoning appeals. Three-year term.

Greenway Committee — Meets bi-monthly.  Works to provide a walking/trail
environment for the Village.

Office Back-up — Receptionist like duties. Notification may be short.

Sign Enforcement — No formal meetings. Enforce Sign Ordinance on an as-needed basis.

Kudzu Eradication — Group works to plan the eradication of the kudzu vine within the
Village.

Other — From time to time Council needs input from people of various educational and
professional backgrounds who would be acting in the role of consultants.
